 Content Area: Social Studies

Day 5
Instructional Objective: After a classroom discussion on the French Revolution and accessing a teacher created online hotlist, students will create a timeline listing a minimum of 5 keys events that had major impacts on the French Revolution. The timeline will be assessed by a teacher created rubric.
New York Standards & Indicators:

Indicators:


-  This will be evident when the students take information they learned about the French Revolution through class discussion and using an online hotlist to create a timeline where they will use the information that they feel was the most important in the lesson.

Motivation:

- The students will watch a quick introductory video on the storming of the Bastille in France. (What was the Bastille? Does anyone know what events led up to the storming of the Bastille? Does anyone know any other causes of the French Revolution? What other Revolution in history does the French Revolution seem to be very similar to?)

Materials:
-Computers with Internet Access
-Microsoft Word Program
-Pens/Pencils/Notebook
-Filamentality Website
-JAWS Program (Assistive Technology)
Strategies:


- Group Discussion, Fielding of Questions, Independent Practice

Adaptations:

- For the student with a visual impairment, they will be given a printed copy of the lecture notes along with a description of the video played at the beginning of class. They will also be given a copy of the JAWS software to further assist them when working on their timelines.

Differentiation of Instruction:

The teacher realizes that while most students are familiar with using Internet Explorer and Microsoft word, some students may need more time to gather information and finish their timelines. Those students who do not finish the timeline assignment in class will have the option to either come during their lunch period or after school to finish, or can also take it home in addition to the homework. Also, the teacher understands that students tend to talk to others when working outside the normal classroom, so students are allowed to compare information with other students, along with recommending certain links on the hotlist.

Developmental Procedures

1. The lesson will start with the students watching a video on Youtube entitled "The Storming of the Bastille July 14th, 1789". (What was the Bastille? Does anyone know what events led up to the storming of the Bastille? Does anyone know any other causes of the French Revolution? What other Revolution in history does the French Revolution seem to be very similar to?)

2. The teacher will continue and finish the Powerpoint presentation from the previous day giving any final key names or events that helped shaped France's independence. (Who was the most influential figures that helped France gain independence? Could any steps have been taken by the government to have prevented the Revolution from even happening? What do you think would have happened if the people of France never revolted?)


3. Students will take 10-15 minutes to gather information on the French Revolution using a teacher created hotlist on Internet Explorer. (Aside from what we learned in class, what other important information did you find using the hotlist?)


4. Students will using the remaining time to create a timeline in Microsoft word listing at least 5 important events throughout the Revolution. (What key events do you feel shaped the Revolution above all others? Were there any political events worth nothing along with social? Give a brief description with each of you 5 chosen facts)


5. During this time, the teacher will constantly circle the room making sure that the students are using the programs correctly, and to see if they have any questions.


6. The teacher will then collect any finished timelines and explain the homework assignment (Choose one key figure from the French Revolution and compare him/her to someone from the American Revolution. List 3 similarities and differences.)


Assessment

- The student's timeline will be assessed by the rubric created by the teacher. The rubric grades according to information, explanation and relativity to the topic.

Independent Practice

- The homework for tonight will be for the students to pick a key figure from the French Revolution (ex. Maximilien Robespierre) and give 3 similarities and differences that they had to a famous key figure from the American Revolution. The facts can be in either paragraph or bulleted form.

Academic Intervention


-Extra help will be available after school today from 3:00 - 3:30. All questions will be taken and any necessary sections of the lesson will be re-taught.


- For students who did not finish the timeline accordingly, they will have access to the computer lab either during their lunch period or after school. They also have the option of finishing it as homework.

Academic Enrichment:

-Students will also be offered the opportunity to receive extra credit on this lesson. For every addition 2 facts either comparing the two different figures for their homework assignment, the student will receive an extra 2 points on the upcoming unit test.
