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Day 12
Instructional Objective: After a class discussion of what it must have felt like to be a revolutionist during either the American, French or Russian Revolutions and using a teacher created hotlist, students will construct their own revolutionist poster, which will include pictures and 4-5 facts pertaining to the Revolution of their choice. The posters will be graded according to a teacher made rubric.

Indicator:


- This will be evident when the students use what they have learned over the past two weeks as well as what they have seen in actual historical posters to create their own revolutionist posters.

- This will be evident when the students using Microsoft Publisher along with different designs and pictures to create their posters.

Motivation:

- The teacher will display pictures of actual posters made by revolutionists during the American, French and Russian Revolutions. (What are the first things that stick out to you when you look at these posters? What is the overall message these posters try to say? Do they give more of a positive or negative light on the governments? Do these posters have any similarities? Differences?)
Materials:

-Computers with Internet Access
-Microsoft Publisher Program
-Filamentality Website
-JAWS Program (Assistive Technology)

- Printer

- Photopaper

Strategies:


- Group Discussion, Fielding of Questions, Independent Practice

Adaptations:


- For the student with a visual impairment, a teachers aid will be on hand to give them a better auditory description of the posters. They will also be given a copy of the JAWS software to further assist them when working on their posters.

Differentiation of Instruction:

- The teacher understands that when it comes to projects that involve creativity, (pictures, custom font, etc) all students will not work at the same pace. For those students who do not finish their posters during the scheduled class time, they will have the option of finishing it during either their lunch hour or after school. They can also bring the assignment home, if they have access to Microsoft Publisher outside of school. The teacher also understands that assignments like this can cause students to be a little more restless and that creativity can cause excitement. Therefore, students are welcome to share their ideas with one another during class time. Also, for the student who is visually impaired, the teacher understands that their poster may not be as in depth as others. Their grade will focus more of the information rather than the creativity.
Developmental Procedures:

1. Class will begin with the teacher displaying some actual copies of revolutionist posters, along with pictures of others on the computer. (What are the first things that stick out to you when you look at these posters? What is the overall message these posters try to say? Do they give more of a positive or negative light on the governments? Do these posters have any similarities? Differences?)

2. Students will then take a few moments to decide which Revolution they want to base their poster after. (Which revolution caught your interest the most? Which do you feel you would be able to fight for the best?)

3. Students will then access both Internet Explorer (teacher hotlist) and Microsoft Publisher to create their own revolutionist posters. (What pictures will you put on yours? Will you make yours aimed more at one person or the government as a whole? What key points will you be emphasizing in your poster?)


4. Students will then print out their poster using the special photo paper and hand it in to the teacher.


5. Students are then told they will be presenting their posters tomorrow. If they did not finish in class, they must finish it on their own time.

Assessment:


- The student's poster will be assessed by the rubric created by the teacher. The rubric grades according to relevant information, creativity and full use of Publisher's features.

Independent Practice:


- The homework for tonight will be for the students to practice for presenting their posters in class tomorrow. They are going to have to make the poster seem like there is much meaning behind it, and persuade the class into following along.

Academic Intervention


-Extra help will be available after school today from 3:00 - 3:30. All questions will be taken and any necessary sections of the lesson will be re-taught.


- For students who did not finish the posteraccordingly, they will have access to the computer lab either during their lunch period or after school. They also have the option of finishing it as homework.

Academic Enrichment:

-Students will also be offered the opportunity after school to go down to the art room and have the art teacher create an even larger version of their poster using her larger scale printer. Any student who does this will receive and extra 2 points on the upcoming unit test.
